Alyona Simonova
is a journalist, camera operator, and documentary
filmmaker. Alex Kuzmitsky is a traveler, guide-
book author and editor, photographer, mountain
guide, manager of public cross-cultural lectures.

Our dream is to shoot a full-length documentary
"Happy People” about happy people from all over
the world, to translate it into major languages and
to make it available for people everywhere. This
is our way to add some positive attitude to the
world, to stir people up, to throw them out of mo-
notonous routine of everyday life. Our life is too
short to live it on automatic pilot!

This project is just like life. We travel and ask ev-
eryone around the same question “Are you hap-
py?” When we gather many bright extraordinary
characters from all the continents, we'll start
making the film. And now we simply want to tell
about every happy person we've met. It so amaz-
ing to show the happy people to the world! What
are they like? What constitutes their lives? Why do
they consider themselves happy and what makes
them brave enough to tell about it? Is their happi-
ness the same or different?

At present the project’s geography includes Central
Russia, Siberia, Egypt, Morocco, Belarus, Ukraine,
Great Britain and Indonesia.

I've been revising my past projects recently, and no-
ticed that each one lasted about ten-fifteen years.

Tourists admire the
wooden lace of our architecture. They are ready to
pay big sums of money for photo safari in Siberia.

In the modern world it is more profitable to give a
chance to look at animals in their natural habitats
(to make a picture of a black grouse, to find a fox
trail or a bear’s lair) rather than sell their flesh. Just
for your information: a one-day (8-10 hours) tour
to animals in Africa costs 4000 dollars, a license to
kill an elephant costs 1000 dollars and a dish made
of antelope meat is just 15-40 dollars. Profit is obvi-
ous. Death as a merchandise has become worthless,
while Life in its every manifestation has become ex-
pensive. And the world trends make me glad. The
most profitable and lucrative business in Costa Rica,
Uganda and New Zealand is ecotourism.

| never knew that | love Tomsk. But then | found
out that when | tell about my town people get im-
pressed and come here later. Meeting them here |
am always amazed and | ask them what they have
found sointeresting about the place. “Wasn't it you
who told us?” Sometimes I'm asked why | have re-
turned to Tomsk after traveling around over fifty
countries. | love our small Siberian intellectual town,
| like the quality of our ecology education, | like that
our youth know what to earn money on. In a nut-
shell, there is no need drilling the Earth, just collect
sun energy and use it for peaceful purposes. Life
as a business!

| like interesting outstanding children. | once expe-
rienced a real catharsis at a lecture of Management
Department of the University! Our psychologist, a
woman | respect very much, said “Indigo children
are asocial. They can't fit into our society in the fu-
ture.” It sounded so scary that | started looking for
them, collecting them like diamonds, helping them
to be themselves. They are who they are, and ev-
ery one passing by and stumbling upon their indi-
